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Abstract

At present, border trade plays an important role in promoting the potential of Thai
products in neighboring countries' markets. This is because Thailand shares borders with
Cambodia, Malaysia, Myanmar and Lao PDR and there are approximately 91 points, in total,
of permanent crossing point, temporary crossing point and check point border trade along
the four borders. Thailand's geography is an advantage in accessing low-cost raw materials
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to serve to factories in the country; and the four neighboring countries are the important
export markets of Thailand. In addition, the transport system of the GMS Economic Corridors
is being developed, logistics transportation building to connect 6 countries which are South
of China (Yunnan), Lao PDR, Myanmar, Thailand, Canbodia and Vietnam. Under the ASEAN
Economic Community, there is an increase intrade-flows between these countries.
Therefore, Thailand should take the advantage of good relationship with the neighboring
countries to expand business and break into these growing markets by searching for
opportunities and channels before competitors start sharing market. The ASEAN Economic
Community is an important factor that helps such trade barriers decrease and enhances

cooperation between Thailand and the neighboring countries in many dimensions.
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
